Ms. Larisa will create author/illustrator poster with students (G) After poster, Ms. Larisa will point to the bookshelf and state how all of those books are by Eric Carle (M).

Ms. Larisa will pass out cutouts of the story to students. When reading the story, students will use their listening skills to put the piece of the story in the middle of the carpet when read aloud, The Very Hungry Caterpillar (G/M).
